In the previous module, we focused on inserting Formatted Tables as well as touched on the multiple right-click menus that provide
additional features that facilitate editing tables. Editing a Formatted Table with Revisions can be quite challenging and at times
frustrating. Our goal is to arm you with the knowledge and techniques to make your editing experience as pleasant as possible. In this
module we are going to focus on a technique that will streamline this process by duplicating the Formatted Table. There is a specific order
to follow but once you see how beneficial it is, you won’t easily forget it.

In order to demonstrate this technique, let’s navigate to Subpart 2.5.3 so that we can use this technique on Table 1.
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For the first step, let’s hoover over the Formatted Table, and right-click to active the Table Menu, and then choose Select Table.
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Now the Table is highlighted, let’s select the Copy button on the S| Editor's Toolbar and immediately select the DEL Key.
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Now let's select the Paste button on the S| Editor's Toolbar. By editing this way, the <ADD> and <DEL> tags will be eliminated from each cell
that has been edited, making the Formatted Table easier to edit and read since the entire Formatted Table is contained within one set of
<ADD> tags.
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As we continue learning about editing Formatted Tables, you will see how much this technique simplifies your editing. You can proceed to
the next module to learn more about editing Formatted Tables.
